Choose a science article to summarize. You may use highly technical journals, such as Science or Nature, or popular press magazines such as Time, Newsweek, Science News, or Scientific American. You may use either back issues from the library or check out the journal sites on the internet; if you do use the internet, be sure you are using an article published in a reputable magazine, and not an opinion piece or a website for the topic. 
1. Title 

2. Author

3. Source (name of publication, year of publication, full URL if it is from the  Internet 

4. Attach a copy of the article 

5. Summarize the content in your own words.

6. Provide your opinion including both strong and weak points with specific references to article.  Reflect on the article and explain how it is relevant you. 

7. Pose 3 thought provoking questions for further study. 
Some appropriate journals for this course would be National Geographic, Wildlife, Bioscience, Science, Scientific American, Science News, and Smithsonian. This article must be a FULL LENGTH article that is a minimum of 5 paragraphs in length.
